In addition to receiving a new water well, 
MQI funded a newly-installed water pump, 
and the water filtration system.

Locating a good site to dig for water presents a challenge. 
Mr. �uan, well driller,  utilized a modern, electronic device 
for choosing where to drill. �is device has provided him 
with a 98% success rate in �nding water.

This water filtration system provides potable 
water immediately to students for drinking 
and washing. Prior to this being installed, 
the water needed to be boiled for each use.
